A ROOM FLOODED WITH LIGHT
FOR COOKING, EATING AND LIVING

A kitchen in the light: the modern detached house
by the architect duo of Stuppner-Unterweger from
Merano casts the kitchen as the living space. The
cubic construction on a hillside is characterised by a
generous room layout. The core area of the building
includes a hall on two floors.

ATMOSPHERE TRANQUILLE
The architects have constructed this large room flood-
ed with light as an open communication centre. This is
the area for cooking, eating and living. The kitchen
and living room can be reached within a few steps
from the dining area. There are no doors or intermedi-
ary structures. Only the living area has been lowered
by a few steps. The room is light and open and this

sensation is replicated in the kitchen. The Forster de-
sign fits like a glove into this generous space without
any barriers. Regardless of the angle of view: the sim-
plicity of the kitchen stands out. Its linearity and the
reduced number of materials used are a fitting re-
sponse to the openness of the room and its peaceful
atmosphere.

There is also transparency in addition to openness:
with its room-high windows opening onto the garden,
the kitchen is not only bathed in a lot of light, but this
also provides a connection to nature. The distinction
between inside and outside is clearly defined. Never-
theless there is still space for emotions, which can
flow unhindered. The kitchen touches nature.

The eight kitchen islands stand elegantly: divided into
two rooms. They are at the heart of the home econom-
ics department at the new Albisrieden Upper School
in Zurich. The heart needs to be sturdy. This is not a
place where delicate souls cook but rather entire
classes, one after the other in colourful outfits, practis-
ing their culinary skills. The subject of domestic eco-
nomics is always a welcome change for the pupils
from their usual academic work. It definitely needs a
Forster kitchen to withstand the creative energy, which
is discharged here. The robust surfaces impressed the
City of Zurich as the awarding authority. “Steel kitch-
ens are good. They are practical and good to look at
as well”, says Rahel Brandenberg, who teaches home
economics in the Upper School. “There is a lot of shelf
space and storage space. It is easy to work in this
kitchen”, commented her colleague Dunja Rasser. The
statement by the designer is just as straightforward as
the school kitchen in the Albisrieder School. “It turned
out to be a very nice kitchen”, says Christian Studer of

kitchen has such an excellent price-performance ratio
with such a long life. A large number of schools in
Zurich have been equipped with a Forster kitchen. The
choice is associated with experience: Forster kitchens
are unbeatable where a strong heart is needed for
the home economics department.




A STROKE
OF LUCK

THE MINERGIE-P HOUSE IN THE ST. GALLEN RHINE VALLEY
IMPRESSES WITH ITS LOWER MATERIAL USAGE

The new Leuenhof in the historical heart of the village
of Berneck is unusual for several reasons. A new build-
ing with a five-cornered floor plan has been created
on the site of the former guesthouse. The special shape
and the highly original design with living spaces which
can be divided up as desired on each floor are
combined with a sustainable energy household: the
Leuenhof is one of the few Minergie-P houses in the
St. Gallen Rhine Valley.

The Forster kitchen fits superbly into this modern
building designed by “Banzigers Architektur AG”. Its
clear design is in harmony with the walls and ceilings
made of exposed concrete, its straight lines are a
perfect expression of its functionality. “The Forster
steel kitchen is a product, which is just right. It looks

superb and is more durable than any other kitchen”,
says Luzia Bénziger.

DURABILITY AND AESTHETICS

The property economist knows what she is talking
about. As the manager of several rented properties
she has discovered “that Forster kitchens simply last
the longest.”

SWISS BUILDINGS

The “Bilro B Architekten und Planer” office of archi-
tects and planners in Berne is known for its independ-
ent solutions with sustainable values, in other words
for buildings which promise a high quality of life. This
is precisely what the office proved with the Multengut
building in Muri near Berne. At a time of rising energy
prices the planners decided not to choose the Miner-
gie standard for this building with its 72 apartments.
The architects also took social change into account
in the planning of the kitchen. Sustainability and true
quality are being appreciated to a greater extent once
again — particularly also in the residential sector. As a
result, a decision was made to choose a steel kitchen
from Forster. The awarding authority, the Burgerge-
meinde of the City of Berne (a body under public law),
quickly recognised that the solid steel construction
was characterised by a higher life expectancy.

ENJOYMENT, ALSO IN THE FUTURE
However, each apartment in Multengut primarily offers
its residents a high quality kitchen with timeless aes-
thetics. The straightforward layout gives the residents
a broad scope in the design and fittings. The environ-
mentally friendly Forster steel kitchen (100% recycla-

ble) also sits comfortably with the Minergie standard
of the building with regard to sustainability. A glance
into the future should give the builders confidence.
Thanks to their considerable longevity, the kitchens in
Multengut will impress not only the first tenants, but
also subsequent generations of tenants with their
timeless design and the uncompromising quality.

FORMAL CLARITY AS THE
CENTRAL POINT OF THE HOUSE

Jacques Gross has been involved with Forster kitch-
ens for almost 30 years. In community centres, blocks
of flats or homes for the elderly: the architect from
Western Switzerland has never installed a different
kitchen for his customers. Even for office buildings,
where smaller kitchenettes are required, he works
with Forster.

DURABLE AND AESTHETIC
There was no question for Gross which kitchen he
wanted in his new house in Jouxtens. The architect
loves metal and how easy it is to combine the Forster
units. “A Forster kitchen has a long life, it is clean,
looks good and offers the best relationship between
quality and price which | am aware of.”

The formal clarity of both kitchen units is impressive.
In classy black, they form the central point of the
house. Half a level below is the lounge and the dining
room. The aesthetics of the kitchen are perfectly
aligned to the three main colours of black, white and
grey, which feature in the interior and exterior of the
new building.

Nevertheless the black kitchen has incorporated a lit-
tle white. The horizontal surfaces are made of Corian,
a synthetic material, which Gross has combined with
the steel components of the Forster kitchen. All the
surfaces are without joints and easy to clean. The indi-
rect flow of light lets black and white come together
and provides a pleasant atmosphere.




COLOUR SPACE

AN INTERPLAY OF
SHAPE AND COLOUR




Purist, functional and contemporary. This is how
Michel Walther describes the Forster kitchen. He is
an architect in La Tour-de-Peilz. He and his wife chose
a Forster kitchen for the refurbishment and re-building
of their property on a hillside overlooking Lake
Geneva. He says: “This harmonises with our lifestyle
and integrates favourably into my perceptions of
architecture. The kitchen is a part of our living space,
the colour combination of yellow-black emphasises
the colours and provides atmosphere.”

COLOUR AND SHAPE
The property development impresses with its sophis-
ticated choice of colour. The cladding is mostly red
and black (wood and Eternit), plus some components

in exposed concrete. These colours and materials
are repeated selectively in the interior. The yellow-
black combination in the kitchen fits harmoniously
as an aesthetically distinctive counterpoint into the
complete whole.

The owner has been recommending Forster kitchens
to his customers for many years. The wide range of
components, cupboards, drawers and their interiors
mean there are no boundaries for kitchen planning
and customers’ wishes can be satisfied. The materials
are of high quality, easy to clean and practical, the
hinges almost invisible, the shelf boards are extremely
sturdy. The wide range of colours was another deci-
sive criterion for the selection of the appropriate
kitchen.




It is simplicity, which lasts the longest.

In a world, which is becoming increasingly com-
plex, Forster emphasises simplicity. Simplicity is
a strength in the material and the design. Steel
remains unsurpassed when it comes to durabil-
ity and aesthetics. Clear shapes, flush lines and

smooth surfaces have always been avant-garde.
This means Forster kitchens will still be modern
in 50 years time. Concentrating on the essentials
is a quality, which will still be relevant tomorrow.
It is simplicity, which last the longest.
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
